Konservatooriumi erimuusikakooli professor Mark Reizenstocki
klassi. 15-aastaselt vahetas Igor tSello kontrabassi vastu ja alustas
Opinguid Peterburi Filharmoonia solisti, tunnustatud professori
Aleksandr Silo juhendamisel. Sama &petaja juures I&petas ta nii
erimuusikakooli kui ka Peterburi Riikliku Konservatooriumi. Hiljem
tdiendas ta end Guildhalli muusika- ja teatrikoolis ning Stavangeri
Ulikooli magistridppes.

1998. aastal palvis Igor teise preemia rahvusvahelisel Gartow
Sihtasutuse kontrabassikonkursil. 2000. aastal sai ta diplomi ja
eripreemia J. M. Spergeri konkursil Saksamaal. 2003. aasta ARD
konkursil Miinchenis palvis ta eripreemia. 2007. aastal saavutas
Igor kolmanda koha ja mitu eripreemiat S. Koussevitzky nimelisel
rahvusvahelisel kontrabassikonkursil Peterburis. Aastatel 2009-
2010 osales ta Londoni Guildhalli muusika- ja teatrikooli professori
Rinat Ibragimovi meistriklassi stipendiumiprogrammis.

Aastatel 2010-2011 |&bis Igor Uhe aasta kestnud jareldiplomi
programmi Stavangeri Ulikoolis, dppides tunnustatud barokkviiuli
professori Sirkka-Liisa Kaakinen-Pilchi juhendamisel. 2011. aastal
vOitis Igor esimese koha ja mitu eripreemiat S. Koussevitzky
nimelisel rahvusvahelisel kontrabassikonkursil Peterburis. Aastatel



2002-2007 tootas ta Peterburi Maria teatri orkestris teise
kontsertmeistri ametikohal. 2003. aastal mangis ta Orchestra of the
World koosseisus.

Alates 2007. aastast tootab Igor Norra Stavangeri Sumfoonia-
orkestris kontrabassirihma kontsertmeistrina ning alates 2008.
aastast ka kilaliskontsertmeistrina Bergeni Simfooniaorkestris.

Igor on osalenud mitmetel rahvusvahelistel festivalidel Saksamaal,
Venemaal ja Norras, jagades lava selliste muusikutega nagu Martin
Frost, Clemens Hagen, Maksim R8sanov, Christian lhle Hadland jt.
Ta on esinenud solistina Maria orkestri, Stavangeri Stumfoonia-
orkestri, orkestri ,Classica“, Peterburi Riikliku Konservatooriumi
orkestri ja Novosibirski Kammerorkestri ees, esitades teiste seas
Vanhali, Bottesini, Koussevitzky, Tubina, Dittersdorfi ja Spergeri
kontserte dirigentide Mihhail Jurovski, Riccardo Minasi ja Tobias
Volkmanni juhatusel.

Igor Eliseev was born in St. Petersburg in 1981.

He began playing the cello at 6 years old and entered the Special
Music School of the St. Petersburg State Conservatory in
Professor Mark Reizenstock’s class. At 15, Igor changed the cello
for the double-bass and started studying in the class of Honoured
Artist of Russia, soloist of St. Petersburg Philharmonic, professor
Alexandr Shilo. Igor finished the Special Music School and the
St. Petersburg State Conservatory with the same teacher. He later
finished fellowship studies at Guildhall School of Music and Drama
and post-grad studies at the University of Stavanger.

In 1998, Igor received the 2nd prize in the international Gartow-
Foundation Double-Bass Competition. In 2000, he received a
diploma and a special prize at the J. M. Sperger competition in
Germany. In the 2003 ARD competition in Munich, he received a
special prize. In 2007, Igor received the 3rd prize and special prizes
in the S. Koussevitzky International Double-Bass Competition in
St. Petersburg. In 2009-2010, Igor had a fellowship program in the
class of professor Rinat Ibragimov at the Guildhall School, London.

2010-2011 Igor took a 1-year post-grad program with the renowned
baroque-violin professor Sirkka-Liisa Kaakinen-Pilch at the
Stavanger University.

In 201, Igor received the 1st prize and special prizes in the
S. Koussevitzky International Double-Bass Competition in



St. Petersburg. From 2002 to 2007, Igor worked as co-principal
bass in the Mariinsky Theatre Orchestra in St. Petersburg, and in
2003, he performed with the Orchestra of the World. From 2007,
Igor has been working as the principal double bass in the
Stavanger Symphony Orchestra, Norway, and from 2008 also as a
guest principal double bass in the Bergen Symphony Orchestra.

Igor has performed at several international festivals in Germany,
Russia, and Norway, sharing the stage with artists like Martin Frost,
Clemens Hagen, Maxim Rysanov, Christian Ihle Hadland, among
others.

Igor has performed as a soloist with the Mariinsky Orchestra,
Stavanger Symphony Orchestra, the Orchestra Classica, the St.
Petersburg State Conservatory Orchestra, Novosibirsk Chamber
Orchestra, playing, among others, the concertos of Vanhal,
Bottesini, Koussevitzky, Tubin, Dittersdorf, and Sperger under the
batons of Mikhail Jurowski, Riccardo Minasi, and Tobias Volkmann.

Hailed by critics for his ,astonishing precision, highly expressive
gestures and warmth“ as ,a name to remember®, the Estonian
conductor Mihhail Gerts has made a name for himself following
successful debuts with the Gewandhausorchester Leipzig,
Staatskapelle Dresden, Orchestra Sinfonica dellAccademia
Nazionale di Santa Cecilia, Royal Liverpool Philharmonic, BBC
Symphony Orchestra and Orchestre Philharmonique de Radio
France. Gerts has appeared in front of more than 70 different
orchestras, among them: City of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra,
Oslo Philharmonic, Helsinki Philharmonic, Gulbenkian Symphony
Orchestra, Luxembourg Philharmonic, Belgian National Orchestra,
Sydney Symphony, Polish Radio National Symphony Orchestra,
Slovenian Radio Symphony Orchestra, Monte Carlo Philharmonic,
Sofia Philharmonic, NHK Tokyo, Osaka Philharmonic, Taiwan
National Orchestra and many others.

Since 2021, Gerts has been the founder and artistic director of the
TubIN festival dedicated to promoting the music of one of the
greatest symphonic composers of the 20th century, Eduard Tubin.



In addition to his symphonic concert career, Gerts has also gained
extensive operatic experience as First Kapellmeister and deputy
GMD of the Hagen Theater (2015 to 2017) and resident conductor
of the Estonian National Opera (2007 to 2014) where he conducted
over forty different productions of opera and ballet.

Young International Orchestra (YIO) on rahvusvaheline noorte
muusikadpilaste slimfooniaorkester, kuhu kuulub ligi 80 muusikut
Saksamaalt, Latist, Austriast ja Eestist.

Noorteakadeemia (Saksamaa), Emils Darzinsi Muusikakool (L&ti) ja
Johann Joseph Fuxi Konservatoorium (Austria). Esmakordselt liitus
Tallinna Muusika- ja Balletikool MUBA (Eesti) ning osalesid ka
Veszprémi Csermak Antali Muusikakooli (Ungari) dpilased. Ungari
oli ka 2023. aasta projekti vodrustaja.

Aastate jooksul on orkestrit juhatanud mitmed valjapaistvad
dirigendid ja muusikud, andes noortele nende muusikalisel
teekonnal julgust, professionaalset kindlust ja inspiratsiooni.

Young International Orchestra (YIO) is an international symphony
orchestra of young music students, comprising nearly 80 musicians
from Germany, Latvia, Austria, and Estonia. It offers 12—-19-year-old
musicians the opportunity to experience working in a professional
symphony orchestra, develop their musical skills, and build lasting
international friendships.

The orchestra was founded in 2018, when the Rostock Young
Academy (YARO, Germany) and the Emils Darzins Music School in
Riga (Latvia) joined forces. In 2019, several young musicians from
St. Petersburg (Russia) joined, and in 2021, string players from the
Johann Joseph Fux Conservatory (Austria) became part of the
ensemble. In 2022, the project was hosted by the Emils Darzins
Music School (Latvia). Musicians from Germany, Latvia, and Austria
performed together, and this was the year the orchestra adopted
the name Young International Orchestra (YIO). By 2023, the
orchestra included the Rostock Young Academy (Germany), Emils
DarzinS Music School (Latvia), and the Johann Joseph Fux
Conservatory (Austria). For the first time, the Tallinn School of Music
and Ballet MUBA (Estonia) joined, alongside students from the
Csermak Antal Music School in Veszprém (Hungary). Hungary also
hosted the 2023 project.

Over the years, the orchestra has been conducted by many
distinguished conductors and musicians, offering young players
encouragement, professional confidence, and inspiration in their
musical journeys.

MUBA r&hutab loovust ja
kdrgtasemel Opet, arendab tugevaid rahvusvahelisi koost6o-
suhteid ning teeb tihedat koost6od Eesti tippkultuuriasutustega.

Tallinn College of Music and Ballet (MUBA), established in 2022,
merges three historical schools: Tallinn Music High School, Tallinn
Georg Ots Music School, and Tallinn Ballet School. MUBA offers
high-level specialized education in classical music, rhythm music,
and ballet, alongside Estonia’s national general education
curriculum. Classical music studies begin in grade 1, while ballet
starts from grade 4 and rhythm music from grade 5.

Students benefit from a modern school building — classrooms,
concert halls, practice rooms, studios, a campus with dormitories,
and a pool. MUBA emphasizes creativity, high-level education,
international collaboration, and nurturing artistically independent
professionals ready for both local and global stages. Strong
partnerships with major Estonian cultural institutions support
students' real-world experience.
